e Asking students what confused them and what they
would like to see covered and using that information to
structure class content seemed to increase engagement
among first year Pharmacy students during library
Instruction.

* |nformation from students was used to decide what to
cover during class but also how to “frame” instruction, for
example, pointing out how PubMed filters can be used to
more efficiently search for Randomized Controlled Trials

* An added bonus is that the pre-class survey also increased
use of the Pharmacy Subject Guide in the months
following class.
